Instructions for the Applicants

Applicants to Ninasam Theatre Institute, when applying for entry during 2026-27, need to know the
following important details before they fill in their application, and later attending the inteview.

General Rules:

1.  They must ensure that they abide to all the rules and regulations stipulated in the prospectus.
Also they must make it sure that they will adjust themselves to the weather, food and the modest
lodging facilities available at the Institute campus.

2. The candidates must be ready for a rigourous training schedule between 7 am and 9 pm (with
breaks). They must have the mental and physical stamina to do this, and if selected, will have to
produce a certificate by a qualified doctor to that effect.

3. The Institute works on all the days of the week, including Sundays and holidays, and there will
only be one mid term vacation.

4. No personal leaves are given to any student during the course. No student can attend any interview,
examination etc., during the course duration. Using mobile phones during classes and rehearsals
is strictly forbidden.

5. Normally candidates above the age of 30 are not selected.

The Inteview and its procedures:

1. For the selection of the batch, the interview will be held seperately in batches. The dates and time
of such interview will be informed to the candidates on phone or Whatsapp. In the group interview,
applicants are made into smaller batches and music-dance exersises are conducted; in the one to
one interview, specific questions and exersises are given to individual applicants.

2. Inboth the group and one to one inteviews, the main questions and expected demonstrations are
related to short excerpts from various plays they have performed, as well as their capacities to
sing, dance and play instruments. Candidates must come with loose clothing to be able to do all
these.

3. The travel expenses for coming to the interview, and the food expenses are to be borne by the
candidates.

Fee towards food and stay: Rs. 35,000 (for the whole year); Exam Fee: Rs. 1,500;
TOTAL Rs. 36,500 (for the whole year) and
Health Deposit: Rs. 3,500 (unspent amount will be returned at the end of the year)
